Set within approximately 10 acres of gardens, paddocks and grounds, Strawberry Farm is a delighƞul detached 
thatched country home enjoying a wonderfully private posiƟon surrounded by open farmland on the edge of the 
highly regarded village of Aspley Guise. 

Approached via a sweeping gravel driveway and screened by mature hedgerows and trees, the property offers an 
increasingly rare combinaƟon of character, space and versaƟlity. The house extends to over 3,000 sq Ō, complemented 
by substanƟal outbuildings providing a further 3,191 sq Ō of ancillary accommodaƟon, storage and workshop space. 

The accommodaƟon is centred around an impressive recepƟon hall with a striking galleried landing above, creaƟng an 
immediate sense of space and character. The principal recepƟon rooms are beauƟfully proporƟoned and designed to 
enjoy the surrounding gardens. The dual-aspect siƫng room forms the heart of the home, featuring a fireplace and 
French doors opening onto the terrace, while an adjoining conservatory provides an aƩracƟve addiƟonal living area 
overlooking the grounds. 

For more formal occasions, there is a separate dining room and drawing room, while a dedicated study offers an ideal 
environment for home working. The farmhouse-style kitchen is fiƩed with a range of tradiƟonal cabinetry, generous 
preparaƟon space and an Aga, with a pracƟcal uƟlity room, boot room and cloakroom compleƟng the ground floor 
accommodaƟon. 

The first floor is arranged around a spacious landing and offers five well-balanced bedrooms. The principal suite enjoys 
views across the grounds together with fiƩed wardrobes and an en suite bathroom. Bedroom two also benefits from 
an en suite bathroom and extensive fiƩed storage, while bedrooms three and four each have en suite shower 
faciliƟes. A family bathroom serves the remaining accommodaƟon, creaƟng a layout well suited to both family living 
and visiƟng guests. 

 



 
 
 

  

The extensive outbuildings are a parƟcular feature of the property and offer excepƟonal flexibility. Including a 
substanƟal barn and addiƟonal detached buildings, they provide excellent opportuniƟes for storage, workshop use, 
garaging, hobbies, equestrian purposes or future adaptaƟon, subject to any necessary consents. 
 
The property further benefits from exisƟng planning permission for an addiƟonal self-build dwelling (For more 
informaƟon on the planning condiƟons please planning reference CB/24/02722/OUT on the central Bedfordshire 
Planning Portal), presenƟng an exciƟng opportunity for future development or mulƟ-generaƟonal living, subject to 
the relevant planning condiƟons. Further details are available upon request. 
 
Outside, the formal gardens wrap around the house and comprise expansive lawns, mature planƟng and a sheltered 
terrace perfectly posiƟoned for outdoor entertaining. Beyond the gardens, the grounds open into an established 
orchard with apple, pear and plum trees, a producƟve fenced vegetable garden with poƫng shed, and extensive 
paddocks ideally suited to equestrian, smallholding or lifestyle use. 
 
Strawberry Farm occupies an enviable semi-rural posiƟon on Salford Road, surrounded by aƩracƟve Bedfordshire 
countryside whilst remaining excepƟonally well connected. Aspley Guise is one of the area's most desirable villages, 
offering a range of local ameniƟes, independent shops, public houses and well-regarded schools.
