MARLBOROUGH 
Jennings Road is located on the edge of Marlborough offering easy access in to the town via convenient foot paths and to local countryside including Savernake forest. 
 
Marlborough is a thriving, market town situated within an Area of Outstanding Natural Beauty. The town offers excellent local independent shops, an independent cinema, some 
of the major retailers and supermarkets (including Waitrose) and boasts a number of good quality restaurants such as Dan ’s and Pino’s. The Leisure Centre and Golf Club    
provide excellent sporting facilities, while there are also good schools within the town including St. Johns Academy. 
 
The town is surrounded by the most attractive countryside of the Marlborough Downs, Savernake Forest, Pewsey Vale and Kennet Valley. The M4 and A303 give easy access 
to London and the West Country. 
 



 

THE PROPERTY. 
This beautifully presented modern home offers accommodation presented with attention to detail throughout including many improvements and additions made by the owners over 
the last five years. The front door leads in to a spacious and welcoming reception hall complete with fitted storage and a cloakroom. To the front of the house, the living room     
features a wood burning stove and a bay window. To the rear of the house the open plan kitchen/breakfast room is the perfect place for family meals while the adjacent dining room 
has French doors opening out to the rear garden. To the other side of the kitchen there is a lovely and light family room offering space for a play room or second sitting room. To 
the side of the house there is a utility room with a door to the side and a door into the double garage. 
 
Upstairs, the galleried landing features a balustrade with glass panels filling the space with natural light. The main bedroom has a walk-in wardrobe and generous ensuite shower 
room. The second bedroom is fitted with built in wardrobes and has its own ensuite. There are two further double bedrooms, one with a bay window providing an excellent study 
area. Both of these two final bedrooms are served by the well-appointed family bathroom with separate shower and bath. 
 
All ground floor rooms have the benefit of underfloor heating. The property is hard wired for broadband throughout the downstairs and in two of the bedrooms, making it ideal for 
families with lots of devices or those who need to work from home. 
 
OUTSIDE 
To the front of the property there is driveway providing parking for two vehicles. The front garden is laid to lawn with borders and hedging. The pretty rear garden is complete with a 
large patio providing plenty of space for entertaining, There is a level lawn with generous borders, including several young fruit trees. In the corner of the garden there is a shed.
