Welcome to... SPRING BANK HOUSE
Welcome to Spring Bank House, a wonderful five double bedroom family 
home, located in this highly sought after village enjoying elevated views 
across Worcestershire countryside and beyond to the Bredon Hill, encased 
within wraparound gardens approaching ½ acre. Add in that the property 
benefits from a wealth of internal accommodation, arranged over two 
floors, as well as a wealth of external outbuildings, you begin to understand 
why the property comes with such a high recommendation to view. 
Approached via a gravelled driveway, there is parking available for multiple 
vehicles whilst the home also benefits from open fronted brick car port. 
To the left of the driveway is a garden that is awash with colour and 
maturity, whilst being fully enclosed and enjoying a high degree of privacy. 

Internally, the property enjoys a wealth of accommodation across the two 
floors, whilst the home also benefits from a cellar. 
On the ground floor are a multitude of rooms to include the living room, 
dining room, conservatory, dining/hall and snug with the two later rooms 
both enjoying log burning stoves. 
The living room is a wonderful size and benefits from French doors to the 
front elevation, allowing direct access to the front garden and driveway. 
Additional rooms to the ground floor include the utility room and stunning, 
recently fitted kitchen. 
The kitchen, which was designed by the current owners, enjoys a wealth 
of fitted units which includes a walk-in larder, sitting alongside a host of 

integrated appliances, featuring an AGA, boiling tap, fridge, washing 
machine, dishwasher and secondary cooking facilities (induction hob and 
oven). Completing the room’s features is a charging drawer, perfect for 
hiding away devices such as phones and tablets. 
To the first floor, a central landing leads to the five double bedrooms, two 
of which are located to the front of the property so enjoy a wealth of 
natural light and super, extended and elevated views over Bredon Hill. 
The final two rooms to the floor are the family bathroom and family shower 
room, both of which have recently been upgraded and are stunning rooms, 
particularly the family bathroom which features a roll top bath and double 
walk-in shower.

Externally, the property benefits from a wealth of external outbuildings, these include a modern UPVC Victorian 
style greenhouse, the open fronted car port and a spacious workshop. The gardens wrap around the property 
and enjoy a high degree of maturity and colour, whilst featuring a fine selection of plants, trees and shrubs.  

LOCATION
Spring Bank House is in the charming Worcestershire village of Defford. This village offers a peaceful setting while 
being conveniently located between the historic market towns of Pershore and Upton-upon-Severn. 
Defford benefits from a friendly community atmosphere and local amenities including a primary school, village hall, 
and a well-regarded pub. For more extensive shopping, dining and leisure options, the nearby town of Pershore 
(approximately 4 miles away) offers a wide range of facilities along with a railway station providing direct links to 
Worcester, Oxford and London Paddington.
Defford is well-positioned for commuters, with easy access to the M5 motorway (approximately 8.6 miles away) 
and major regional centres including Worcester, Cheltenham and Gloucester. The surrounding area is known 
for its scenic beauty, with numerous walking and cycling routes, and close proximity to the Malvern Hills Area of 
Outstanding Natural Beauty.
The area is well served by state, grammar and private schools, including the highly regarded Pershore High School 
in the nearby town of Pershore, RGS Worcester, Bromsgrove School, The King’s School Worcester and the 
popular Malvern College with a boarding option.

There are a number of golf courses in the area. Racing at Stratford, Warwick and Cheltenham, motor racing at 
Silverstone, and fishing and sailing at Draycote Water.
