The remaining bedrooms offer flexibility for family living, guest 
accommodation, or home working. A stylishly finished shower room serves the first floor. Externally, the property benefits from a 
generous enclosed rear courtyard garden, thoughtfully arranged with decked seating areas, mature planting, ideal for relaxing or 

entertaining. To the rear, a versatile garage space is currently utilised as a music room which is fully sound proofed and has direct cabled 
internet access and offers excellent potential as a home office, studio, or could be converted back to a traditional garage if required. This
